A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING EMERGENCY RESPONSE AUTHORITY 
 
 
WHEREAS, the Town of Poncha Springs is in receipt of a letter from the Colorado 
Department of Public Safety advising that CRS 29-22-102(3)(a) requires the governing 
body of every town to “…designate by ordinance or resolution an emergency response 
authority or authorities (DERA) for hazardous substance incidents occurring within the 
corporate limits of such town;” and 
 
WHEREAS, it also states, “Unless otherwise designated by ordinance or resolution, the 
fire authority having responsibility for the corporate limits of such town…shall be the 
designated emergency response authority.” 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of the Town of 
Poncha Springs hereby designates the Chaffee County Fire Protection District as the 
Town’s emergency response authority (DERA) for hazardous substance incidents within 
the corporate limits of the Town of Poncha Springs.
